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NOTE: if you have a ‘Plus’ receiver (X91+ or X900+) then the file transfer tools in HcLoader won’t work; but the settings tool will be just fine. Use the USB plug to mount the receiver as a thumb-drive and gain access to your files.

1. Download the HcLoader.exe tool to your machine. NOTE: This tool may not work on 64-bit OS’s.

2. Connect serial port to receiver. Use USB to Serial convertor if your computer does not have a built in serial port (few do.)

3. Start the tool


Chinese

If you start the HCLoader.exe program and you see Mandarin Chinese characters, and that is a problem:
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you can switch to English by clicking on the menu option ‘L’ and then ‘E’.

Then exit the program and restart for English titles and menus.

4. Click on the ‘Setup’ button.

5. Verify that the serial number matches the receiver you have connected.

7. Click on ‘Apply’ after making changes to save new settings to the head.

8. ‘Update’ reads the settings from the head.
